They have a lot of expertise and connections in the State and very happy with them and talking to them regularly. This is a planning year and it is
very important that he has some consultants to bounce things of off. Moore said thank you. Are there any questions?

Hung asked if this started today? She does not see dates. Blevins said it is official will restart today for 3 years. Hung said there usually
there are dates in here Mr. Blevins. Blevins said he fudged it a little bit because he started it. Moore said he did not know if they would vote for
it.

Riddell asked Mr. Blevins to explain a little bit for the public the solid waste management plan? Blevins said the plan is something that
dictates how the district is run. There is a policy committee that is made up of the public, the health commissioner, Mayor of the largest City,
Township representative and representative from Board of Commissioners. It basically tells them how they are going to run the District for the
next 10 years. In that plan he has to tell them how they are going to deal with the waste and recycling and put in reports quarterly and annually to
the EPA. The fees that are adjusted for trash that comes in from the district and outside the district and basically it is a game plan of how they run
the district. It is a document about 400 pages long.

Hung said Mr. President. They have been running all day, since probably 7:30 a.m. and had the Mayors breakfast things and usually you
would have sat down with her. Just to clarify the contract that you have attached says, January 1% of 2023. Have they been working for you? Do
they want to amend the resolution? Blevins said yes, why don’t we amend the resolution, they have been working with for him and would not be
fair to take 3 years from today. So, can they make it January 1? Moore said that is fine. Hung said just amend to reflect the dates on the contract,
Mr. Prosecutor? Petticord said that is fine and he said it states that on the contract so he is good.

Hung said usually he would have come down and chatted with her, but it has been one of those days. Blevins said yes, one of those days.

Moore said Mr. Blevins is here. Blevins said yes, so OSU Extension, The Ohio State University Extension. There has been a partnership
there for 15 years and this money, half goes towards paying the salary of an education basically an agricultural natural resourced educator and
they go out and do composting seminars throughout the district, in the townships and cities. He has been working closely with them and on their
advisory committee and hired a new person this year. He will be taking and already being trained to hit the ground and he is working with a
private company to come into the county and do composting and would like to see more education outreach to the cities, all 34 political
subdivisions and would like to see each community have their own composting, so it is not a giant nuisance. However, they are dealing with any
nuisance things that come up and City of Lorain is where this gentleman has chosen to put up his business, his fantastic business, he has some
great ideas. He bought and owns a patented process where he used basically bugs, biology to make it break down, to compost quicker. The end
item is so pure that they have been encapsulating it to about the same size as fertilizer and spreading it on golf courses. Right now, there is a
huge demand for nitrates because of the war in Ukraine with Russia because that is where all the nitrates came from. There are additional
monies out there from the FDA and USDA to come up with alternative sources of fertilizer and think this will work out great. They talk about
algae blooms in Lake Erie and he went to a Clean Marinas Convention last week at Sawmill Creek, it was very interesting. Synthetic fertilizer
absorbs at 26%, where something like what they are talking about, organic absorbs at 80%. Where does all the other stuff run off? It runs into
the lake and creates algae blooms. He thinks it is unfortunate that there is a war in Russia, but it may benefit us in the Great Lakes area and he is
very excited about the partnership with OSU Extension.

Riddell said Mr. President. Riddell said he believes it is Brian Kyle’s on North Ridge Road. Blevins said sure. Riddell said he is using
compost to blend with topsoil to make a pre-fertilized topsoil and he has a process that might compliment what you are doing. He complimented
Blevins in what he is doing. Blevins said he will reach out to him.
